9 If you are unwell in any way, avoid visiting loved
ones, friends and family in hospitals and aged care
facilities.

Observe restrictions on visits to aged care facilities
Visit only for a short duration and abide by the limit
of a maximum of one visit per resident per day,
which may include a maximum of two people,
except for palliative care.

Children under the age of 16 are only permitted to

attend aged care facilities in exceptional
circumstances.
