Class Placements

We are currently receiving lots of enquiries
regarding our classes for 2019, with many people
asking if we will continue to have vertically
grouped classes (two year levels in one class) next
year.

This year our data indicates that our class
structures, which have been a mixture of split year
& straight level groupings, have been highly
sucgessiul- tOurtagademig gesults havg hegn vary d
strong, with our data indicating positive growth
across all year levels and in all classes. Behaviour
management incidents have been minimal, our
intervention programs have been implemented
successfully, and information collected from our
students reflects that they hold positive
perceptions of themselves and their learning.

Despite commonly held perceptions, our data
does not support the conc
children to be placed in a straight level year class.
Research shows that quality teaching is the key,
not the class structure. As a result, we have large
numbers of children demonstrating high
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achievement, against the Australian Curriculum
Standards and in NAPLAN & PAT Testing, regardless
of any misconceptions that might be held about
split level classes.

It is also timely to address the common
misconception that class placement is an indicator

of student ds ac ardieimicanpletely i
incorrect , and is a damaging assumption to make.
Whether a child is in a straight year level class, in
the lower grade in a vertically grouped class or in

the higher grade in a vertically grouped class,
there will be a range of abilities present within the
class.

With class structures, we consider factors such as
gender balance, friendships, behaviour, social &
emotional needs, parent requests and additional
support needs to ensure that we create balanced
classes that provide a positive learning
environment for all children. Sometimes, a vertically
grouped class provides the best opportunity to
create a balance and cater for a range of
different needs.

Additionally, we receive funding based on total

student enrolment numbers. This means that, given
that there are different numbers of students in each

year level, we are not funded in a manner that

would enable us to create straight year level
classes.

The Australian Curriculum is used to guide the
teaching & learning at each year level and all
students are exposed to the relevant curriculum for
their grade regardless of the class structure.
